Driving Directions NCCU Mary M. Townes Science Complex

From Raleigh (I-40):

Take I-40. Take the NC-147 North (exit 279 B), toward Durham/Downtown. Merge on to NC - 147. Take the NC-55/Alston Avenue exit, (exit 11). Turn left on S. Alston Avenue.. Once you see NCCU Campus, take a right on Lawson St., cross Fayetteville and Concord. Park in the first parking lot on your left after crossing Concord. You will be in the Parking lot of the Mary Townes Science Complex.  
From Raleigh (Highway 70): 

Take US 70 West to the I-540 Ramp toward Raleigh/Durham International Airport. Take the I-40 W exit toward Durham. Take NC-147 North (exit 279 B), toward Durham/Downtown. Merge on to NC - 147. Take the NC-55/Alston Avenue exit, (exit 11). Once you see NCCU's campus, take a right on Lawson St., cross Fayetteville and Concord. Park in the first parking lot on your left after crossing Concord. You will be in the Parking lot of the Mary Townes Science Complex.  
From Durham ( Freeway/Hwy 147) Take the Durham Freeway/Hwy 147 exit to the NC-55/Alston Avenue exit. Turn right on S. Alston Avenue coming from I 85, left if coming from RTP. Once you see NCCU's campus, take a right on Lawson St., cross Fayetteville and Concord. Park in the first parking lot on your left after crossing Concord. You will be in the Parking lot of the Mary Townes Science Complex.  

From Chapel Hill : Take  54 East  until you reach Fayetteville  Street. Follow Fayetteville St  for  5.5 miles, past Hillside High School and Cornwallis Rd . Once you reach NCCU campus, go past the Student Union and take a left  on Lawson St., cross Concord. Park in the first parking lot on your left after crossing Concord. You will be in the Parking lot of the Mary Townes Science Complex.  

The Mary M. Townes Science Complex is the U-shaped building in lower left corner of the campus map (# 42).  Park in the commuter lot shown below the building on the map.
